17 July 2009: The NFVF is proud to announce that “Shirley Adams” an NFVF funded film has been selected into the main competition at the prestigious A-festival Locarno. Shirley Adams, which stars well known South African actress Denise Newman, was directed by 26 year old Oliver Hermanus.

Produced in association with DV8 and funded by the National Film and Video Foundation (NFVF), the World Cinema Fund (Berlinale, Germany), the Department of Trade and Industry (DTI) Rebate, Shirley Adams tells a story of a mother who struggles to rehabilitate her son after he is paralysed by a gunshot wound. 
The film was co-written by Stavros Pamballis, a graduate of the London Film School (LFS) MA Screenwriting. It is the final LFS project of Oliver Hermanus, who is due to graduate at the school in 2009.

Shirley Adams along with seven (7) other NFVF funded films is also scheduled to participate at the 30th Durban International Film Festival and will be screened at the Suncoast B on the following dates, Sat 25 July, Sunday 26 July and 02 August.
