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SAFTAs 11 set to celebrate South African Talent

SA’s got it, let’s celebrate it

The upcoming (South African Film and TV Awards) SAFTAs 11 will be taking place from the 16" to the
18" of March 2017 at Sun City ‘a world within a city’. This prestigious event is nothing short of a star-
studded commemoration of South African talent. The theme 'SA’s got it - let’s Celebrate it" will honour
the quality and excellence that the film industry has honed for the past 10 years.

The SAFTAs, managed under the custodianship of the National Film and Video Foundation (NFVF) are
an integral part of the growth, skills development and transformation aligned with NFVF’s goals for the
industry.

The NFVF have appointed over 181 judges across the industry to adjudicate a fair voting process that
started in December 2016 which will end in early February 2017. The SAFTAs 11 judging process has
been under the directorship and guidance from industry practitioners such as Jerry Mofokeng, Dr John
Kani and Firdoze Bulbulia. All the auditing for the SAFTA’s 11 judging process has been officially
procured by PWC South Africa. To date, the SAFTAs 11 nominations have received more than 441
submissions from production houses across the country ranging from 89 categories across feature
films, animation film, special public vote, and most popular TV presenter. The SAFTA’s 11 will also
introduce two new categories which are Micro Budget Film and Best New Presenter.

Zama Mkosi, CEO of the NFVF said, "The SAFTAs have been a successful platform that we as the NFVF
continue to recognise. Celebrating South African talent as well as reflecting on all the creativity and
artistic offerings that the film industry has spearheaded allows us to compete on a global scale. We
believe that our efforts have vastly contributed towards turning the film industry into a business that
has a positive impact towards South Africa’s GDP. The film industry has contributed over R3.5 billion
between 2013 and 2016 which goes to show the role that we play in the growth and transformation of
this country”.

The SAFTAs 11 have also collaborated with partners such as Sun International, Sun City will be home
of the SAFTAs for the next 5 years. Mc Café has returned as a key partner again this year and they
are proud sponsors of the Best Actress and Actor in a Feature Film Award. Ster Kinekor has shown
their commitment to the development of the industry and have come on board to sponsor the Youth
Achiever Award. The contribution of all our partners signifies the importance of partnerships between
the private and public sector to develop and grow the industry and will elevate the experience and
display a world class awards ceremony.

Zama Mkosi concluded by saying, “We are anticipating a very successful and mesmerising SAFTA’s 11
that South Africa can enjoy and experience with us. The NFVF and all partners are working very hard
to make sure that this year’s awards ceremony highlights the belief and unparalleled passion that we
have in the South African film industry.



The SAFTA’s 11 will be live on SABC 2 on the 18™ of March 2017, and will be followed by a nominee
announcement event on the 16 February 2017.
